The Academy has seen its best ever
exam results this summer.

At GCSE, 50% of the year 11
students achieved 5 or more A*-C
passes. Special congratulations go to
Yousuf Mohamed who achieved 14A*
grades and 1A. Seventeen students
achieved 13 or more A*-C passes. We
are delighted that so many year 11
students are returning to study for NVQ
level 3 and A level courses in Academy
College.

At GCE A level, the percentage of A
and B grades increased considerably
from 14% to 33%. The pass rate also
went up from 84% to 91%. Students
who achieved highly included Mariama
Bah (A, A, A, C), Michael Grandison (A,
A, A, C) and Amie Mayers (A, A, A, C,
C). All but two of the sixteen students
who applied to study at university
next year have secured places.

You may have seen the controversy
about the key stage 3 SATS

Unfortunately, the Academy has
been affected by some of the issues and
there may be a short delay before results
can be issued to students and parents.
